It originated in the years following the 
Civil War and became an official federal holiday in 
1971.  Many people celebrate by visiting and 
decorating the graves of their loved ones who have 
served in the military.  Some cities celebrate with 
parades and many families have get togethers to 
celebrate the beginning of the summer season.
