LIVING OUR FAITH

“They devoted themselves to the teaching of the apostles
and to the communal life, to the breaking of the bread
and to the prayers.”

Acts 2:42

The Apostles represented all of God’s people, a
fulfillment of the twelve tribes of Israel.

How do we as a
community of St. Hippolyte and Our Lady of Lourdes
rate in our generosity to the less fortunate? Do we
practice the Corporal and Spiritual Works of Mercy?

e Corporal Works of Mercy: feed the hungry, shelter
the homeless, clothed the naked, visit the sick and
imprisoned, bury the dead, give
alms to the poor.

e Spiritual Works of Mercy, acts
of compassion in which we
help our neighbors with their
emotional and spiritual needs:
instruct, advise, console,
comfort, forgive, bear wrongs patiently.
